ONE...God is omniscient means He knows it!

TWO...God is omnipotent

Omnipotent - The prefix omni means all and potent means power; so
omnipotent means all power. God has all power. In S|mpI|st|c language
the fact God is omnipotent means !

God is omnipotent means four fundamental things:

One...God can do

Two... is even for God to do.
Reference: Jeremiah 32:17 (see screen)

Three...God is never even after He’s exercised His
power.
Reference: Psalm 121:4; Isaiah 40:28; Genesis 1:1-2; Hebrews 1:3

Four...God can only do that which is with Himself as
God.

Some biblical examples of specific things God cannot do
because they would be inconsistent with who He is as God:
