To ignore God’s holiness is most unfortunate because divine holiness is
essential to all God’s attributes; i.e. God’s goodness is a holy goodness,
God’s omnipresence is a holy omnipresence, God’s grace is a holy
grace, etc.

Definition: The holiness of God is His intrinsic (essential to) and
transcendent (above and outside of) pure (sinless and righteous)

Three basic statements to help us better understand God’s holiness:

ONE... God’s holiness requires Him to see as .

e Venial sins are considered sins that do
not result in someone being assigned to eternal punishment.
e Moral sins are considered sins that

unless those sins are confessed to a priest and forgiven then
those sins result in someone being assigned to eternal
punishment in hell.
