Definition: Focusing on the line and not the dot (i.e. eternal perspective)
means something or something from Christ-centered
motivation (our attitude) intended to bring glorification to God and
contribute to the betterment of man.

- to believe on Jesus Christ as our personal Savior means
that we get to join Him in Heaven throughout that line.
