The Passover Feast 
was combined with the Feast of Unleavened Bread. Passover was 
commemorated on day one, and then the Feast of Unleavened Bread 
was celebrated the next seven days. Both feasts commemorated the 
deliverance of Israel from Egyptian bondage.

Passover is also called “Pesach” and in the Hebrew language that word

It was essential that Jesus commemorate Passover so that during that 
meal He could institute what we now call communion. At that meal He 
transformed the Passover Supper from the Old Testament into the

The sacrificial Passover lambs prefigured the ultimate human sacrifice.
